Teachers’ role in cases of suspected or actual child abuse — legal,
institutional, and human aspects and dilemmas

The suspicion or discovery of child abuse presents a challenging situation for
educational institutions and their faculty. While legal and statutory provisions are
explicit, each case raises additional questions and dilemmas concerning the optimal
course of action and institutional stance. A particularly complex scenario arises
when domestic abuse is discovered or suspected, or when child abuse is perpetrated
by a staff member.

What should be the appropriate responses of the institution, educators, and
administrators involved in such situations? What principles should guide
interactions with, care for, and education of a child victim of abuse? For instance,
how should confidentiality be maintained in such circumstances, if at all? What
practices should be avoided or prioritized in communication and behaviour? This
presentation will examine the challenges and dilemmas faced by those involved and
delineate some beneficial principles to optimize supportive institutional responses
while minimizing further traumatization.

The purpose and goal of the work is to
provide a lexical description of the real Ivan's language, which was not subjected to
the editorial and redactional intervention of editions published after the 20s of the
20th century, until today. The work will describe lexemes in the widest corpus of
foreign words, primarily words of Ottoman origin, words of Hungarian origin, and
words of German origin, but also a description of Ivana's neologisms and specific
lexemes by which she is known and recognized in the lexicological, stylistic and in
the linguistic sense. The methodology of the work will be work on the text and
methods of analysis and synthesis.

Fables in Children’s Literature and in English Language Teaching

The paper discusses fables and their role in higher education and elementary or
lower primary school teaching. Highlighting the significance of fables, it also
demonstrates how they can be used in teaching English as a foreign language (ELT).
In the elective English cultural minor programme of elementary school teacher
training, the course Children’s Literature focuses not only on the literary aspects, but
also on the methodological ones, which can be further studied in the methodology
courses. Beyond Aesop’s classical fables, the modern English and American fables
are also significant, and they can be used in ELT too; four such tales are discussed in
Mesevilag (World of Tales), a recently published Hungarian textbook. The Three
Little Pigs is an example of a fable that is highly instructive and therefore can be
useful in elementary school teaching, already in the mother tongue. In ELT, the
English text of the tale can be used to develop the English vocabulary, language use,
and language skills of the language learners.

Spatial Imaginary in Literature of Jagoda Truhelka and Silvija Sesto

According to Mirko Kovag, the city is a living being in which the set of all the
characteristics of its inhabitants, all cultural, historical, anthropological, class, etc.,
pulsates. In this paper, we will look at the city in the works of writers Jagoda
Truhelka and Silvija Sesto.

Jagoda Truhelka is recognized by the reception as an author from the margins of
literary history and an author of children's literature. Her trilogy The Golden Dayes
and the city of Osijek will be the focus of our analysis of the spatial imagination. We
will put Truhelka's trilogy in comparative relations with Silvija Sesto, who the
reception recognizes as the author of contemporary literature for young people and
as the author of urban prose for children and young people, and as the author of the
city of Zagreb. We will present Zagrebalice of Silvija Sesto as an example of a new
reading of the city, which can be, with good methodical preparation, excellent
teaching content as well as well-received reading titles according to which the
reception recognizes Silvija Sesto.

A Farewell Sonnet by Antun Gustav Matos

The subject-matter of the study is Antun Gustav Matos’s farewell sonnet Notturno,
interpreted in the context of the anthropology of the senses. The study focuses on the
role of the sensory motifs and the associated synthesis and decrescendo in creating a
crepuscular atmosphere and a nocturnal mood in the interpreted night sonnet. The
study examines the sensory perception as a method of conveying literary and
aesthetic values, as well as the sensory basis of impressionism and the role of the
night motifs and the railway motif in decoding the symbolic departure on the final
journey in light of the biographical fact that Mato§ wrote this night poem when he
was very ill, at the end of his life, at the Sisters of Mercy Hospital in Zagreb.

The purpose of the study is to draw attention to the connection between the poet's
premonition of death and the anthological farewell sonnet Notturno, characterised
by night, silence and departure motifs, which was published post-mortem in
Savremenik in April of 1914, as well as to mark the 110" anniversary of the death of
Antun Gustav Mato§, who died on 14 March 1914, with a presentation and scientific
discourse.

Autor govori o pseudoanalogonimiji u kontekstu istrazivanja leksika medimurskog
dijalekta. U prvom dijelu govori o kompromisima koje treba uciniti u iznalazenju
takvih parova jer se ¢esto radi o razli¢itim fonoloskim sustavima. Najce$¢i razlozi za
nastanak ,,laznih prijatelja“ unutar istog dijalekta su tvorbena homonimija, prijelazi i
gubljenja fonema te razliCite semanticke adaptacije (i primarne i sekundarne) u
leksickom posudivanju.

From research "false friends" between different local speakings in the
Kajkavia dialect

The author talks about pseudoanalogonymy in the context of research into the
lexicon of the Medimurje dialect. In the first part, he discusses the compromises
needed to find such pairs because they often involve different phonological systems.
The most common reasons for the emergence of ,,false friends “; within the same
dialect are creative homonymy, transitions and loss of phonemes, and different
semantic adaptations (both primary and secondary) in lexical borrowing. The use
of lexemes that have recently entered local dialects from the Croatian standard
language ing is also formally (methodologically) considered lexical borrowing,
which is also the subject of this research study. At the end, he presents a list of
selected pairs of ,,false friends*; that he made based on his published dictionaries of
local dialects of the Medimurje dialect or materials for those dictionaries of that
dialect that he is creating.

Translation as a component of textbooks / grammar handbooks intended
for Hungarian speakers for learning Croatian as a second/foreign language

Translation, as a layered and relatively complicated mental activity, can only be
done effectively by knowing the source and target language at an advanced level, but
it also demands knowledge of numerous cultural, societal, and other facts. As such,
it is also used in the methodology of foreign language teaching. In other words,
translation tasks are components of handbooks used for studying a certain language
as second/foreign and can encompass translation in both directions, naturally within
a given language pair. The aim of this paper is to present, compare and analyse
translation tasks in two grammar handbooks intended for Hungarians for the purpose
of studying Croatian as a second/foreign language. Translation tasks from the corpus
will be compared and analysed by their number and content, but also by, of course,
language and conceptual features. The goal of the mentioned analysis is to conclude
to what extent the two handbooks include translation tasks, but also to assume their
possible (dis)advantages in the process of studying, as well as teaching, Croatian as
a second/foreign language to the above-mentioned target group.

One of the most important concepts in the stock market is volatility, which describes
the extent and speed of price movements of individual prices. Hence, it is important
to identify and predict volatility trends in securities. Volatility studies focus on the
variance, while estimation is based on assumptions, and therefore the study focuses
on the analysis of conditional variance, for which one of the most used tools in
practice is the GARCH model. The aim of the analysis is to support the hypothesis
that the GARCH model is suitable for modelling volatility by examining the price
movements of four different securities (Tesla, VW Group, OTP, MOL).

Reading comprehension, reading fluency, and their correlation with
relevant mindset markers — first survey results of a pilot study

Between 2022 and 2026 the HAS-UP (Hungarian Academy of Sciences — University
of Pecs) Reading Comprehension and Reading Fluency Research Group carried out
several investigations related to elementary school pupils’ corresponding
performances on a nationwide level in Hungary. As a member of this research
group, the author of the presentation aims at illustrating the first findings of a pilot
study, which investigates (dweckian) reading mindsets (as non-cognitive indicators)
of pupils in 3rd grade (n=20), their parents (n=20), and their class teacher’s (n=1),
and their correlation with previous findings related to reading productions of the
same pupils. The venue of the investigation is a church-run primary school located
in a regional central city of Southern Transdanubia. Due to their novum and rarity
values, the methodological peculiarities of the pilot study are to be introduced as
much as the results, limitations, and possible continuation of the research.

The aim of this paper is to present, in addition to the psychological work of the
Positive sustainable mental health workshop, the results that are related to the
current year and that are about the level of mental health of our students and their
financial situation.

Our previous research led us to conclude that the level of well-being and savouring
is lower for people from Vojvodina with a poor financial background relative to
good or excellent levels of it.

In our current research, we assessed whether the five pillars of positive mental
health show different values for young people with a good or bad material
background.

Reading fluency development programmes in international research

Reading fluency is one indicator that students' reading skills are improving. Oral
reading fluency is identified as a key building block for reading development, and its
deficiency has an impact in all subjects where students need to acquire information
and understand contexts through reading. The cause of dysfluency in general, in
classroom contexts, stems from the fact that the student's cognitive attention is
consumed by decoding. They deal with phoneme-grammaton mappings in a
laborious, choppy way, which puts a lot of pressure on working memory.

Pupils who do not read expressively, whose reading production does not resemble
the characteristics of spoken speech, are unlikely to be able to absorb the full
meaning of the text.

The development of reading fluency development programmes on an international
platform has become a prominent area of research in recent decades. In my
presentation, I intend to present interventions whose results are adapted to the
specificities of the Hungarian language, and which have considerable potential.

A képzéseinknek meghatdrozé célja, hogy a magyar szaknyelvet
elsajatitsak a hallgatoink, egyuttal az identitast erésit6 kulturalis értékek beépiiljenek
a tantargyi tartalmakba. A 2017-ben elfogadott 0j oktatasi torvény, az Uj
iskolakoncepcioé kovetkezményeként ezen célok megvalositasa a képzési programok
és tartalmak ujraértelmezésével és 0j képzési formak bevezetésével valik lehetové.
Az el6adas a helyzetbdl adodo perspektivakat mutatja be.

Perspectives in Hungarian-language teacher and kindergarten teacher
training in Transcarpathia

The Hungarian educational space is vital for the future of the Hungarian community
in Transcarpathia. Since the foundation of Ferenc Rakoczi II Transcarpathian
Hungarian College of Higher Education, its primary goal has been to maintain the
Hungarian-language school system and to ensure the supply of teachers. This goal
was also promoted with the launch of the Teacher Education and Early Childhood
Education degree courses in 1996, which initially operated as a single degree course
(Specialist degree), and then became a two-level degree course (BA, SSc), in 2008.
In 2016, the abolition of the Specialist level made it possible to start the more
practice-oriented Master's courses. As a result, we launched Master's courses in
Teacher Education in 2017 as well as Early Childhood Education in 2024. The main
aim of our courses is to enable students to master the Hungarian professional
language, and at the same time to integrate cultural values that strengthen identity
into the content of the subjects. As a consequence of the new Education Act adopted
in 2017 and the new school concept,

these goals can be achieved by redefining training programmes and content as well
as introducing new forms of training. The lecture will present the resulting
perspectives.

Developing creativity through tradition-preserving programmes in the
kindergartens of P. Katalin Frangepan Grammar School

The P. Katalin Frangepan Grammar School, founded by the Ferenc Rakoczi II

Transcarpathian Hungarian College of Higher Education, is a Hungarian-language

private educational institution established on 7 July 2020. Its main objective is to

revive and develop the Hungarian language and folk traditions in communities
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where Hungarian-language education has been absent or limited for decades.
Currently, our network operates ten affiliated institutions across Transcarpathia.
This presentation aims to illustrate how creativity is cultivated through tradition-
preserving programmes in the base kindergartens of the P. Katalin Frangepan
Grammar School.

In today’s world, kindergarten teachers are expected to support children’s
development from the moment they enter kindergarten. They are expected to
enhance their personalities, skills, abilities, knowledge, and creativity. The P.
Katalin Frangepan Grammar School strives to meet these expectations and foster
development while also enriching daily life through Hungarian folk traditions and
culture. The teaching and educational activities within our network of institutions
are centred on the preservation of traditions. These events, customs and celebrations
have a community-building power. The children eagerly participate in each of our
tradition-preserving kindergarten projects. In the autumn, they experience the magic
of the harvest season, learning how grapes are picked, stomped and pressed. They
experience the folk customs of St. Martin's Day, and the superstitions and
predictions associated with St. Lucy's Day. Lesser-known traditions are also revived,
such as the raising of the Maypole, which can now be seen in very few villages only.
Our tradition-preserving kindergarten program provides opportunities for the
blossoming of creativity, strengthening children's manual skills through crafting, and
enhancing intellectual development through our folk tales and nursery rhymes. The
joint celebrations and associated customs create emotional bonds, providing not only
aesthetic value but also moral value, aiding in the development of national identity.
Our folk songs evoke emotional motivation, while movement-based games lay the
foundation for healthy physical development.

A kisgyermekekr6l vald gondoskodas holisztikus megkozelitést, korszeri szakmai
tudast és atfogd kompetencidkat kovetel meg. Miutan a gardneri tobbszords
intelligenciak (TI) koncepcié adaptalhatosaga a bdlcsddei nevelésben igazolast
nyert, alkalmassaga mar a kisgyermekneveld képzés keretében is felmertil.
Kutatasom a TI elmélet megjelenését vizsgalja a csecsemO- €s kisgyermekneveld
képzésekben Magyarorszdgon. Célom dokumentumelemzéssel (szakleirasok)
feltarni, hogy mely intelligenciak jelennek meg az intézmények képzési anyagaiban,
a torzsanyagban ¢és a specializaciokban.

A Gardnerian intelligence-based assessment of the Early Childhood
Education

Caring for young children requires a holistic approach, up-to-date professional
knowledge and comprehensive competencies. Now that the adaptability of Gardner's
theory of multiple intelligences (TI) in nursery education has been demonstrated, its
suitability is being considered in the context of early childhood education.

My research investigates the emergence of TI theory in early childhood education in
Hungary. My aim is to explore, through document analysis (specialisation
descriptions), which intelligence appear in the training materials, core curricula and
specialisations of the institutions.

The results show that the training is highly practice-oriented. Several of the
Gardnerian intelligences are prominent in methodological, pedagogical and
psychological courses and four main trends emerge in the specialisations.

An important finding of the empirical research is that six of the Gardnerian
intelligences, albeit implicitly, are present in the training system and that their
explicit inclusion in the training content would be recommended in order to promote
professionalisation.

Az also tagozatos tanulok matematika tanulasanak motivacios dimenzioi

A motivacié alapvetd szerepet jatszik céljaink elérésében, abban, hogy kitartsunk
egy feladat mellett, és sikeresen megkiizdjiink a felmeriil6 akadalyokkal. Kiilondsen
fontos ez a tanulds teriiletén, mivel a motivacid meghatarozza a diakok
elkotelezettségét, érdeklodését és teljesitményét. A hatékony matematikatanitas
szempontjabol 1ényeges, hogy a tanulok hogyan viszonyulnak a tantargyhoz, milyen
attitiidot alakitanak ki vele kapcsolatban.

Az also tagozatos tanulok (N=364) korében végzett vizsgalat soran arra kerestem a
valaszt, hogy mely tényezék hatnak leginkabb a matematikatanulassal kapcsolatos
motivacidjukra. A kutatds eredményei szerint a didkok motivacidjat leginkabb az
érzelmi és erkdlcesi tényezok befolyasoljak, mig az intellektualis hatasok masodlagos
szerepet jatszanak.

A kutatds hozzdjarul a matematikatanulds motivacids tényezdinek mélyebb
megértéséhez, és segit megerdsiteni a tanulok érdeklddését és pozitiv hozzaallasat a
tantargy irant.

Motivational Dimensions of Mathematics Learning in Primary Education

Motivation plays a crucial role in achieving our goals, persevering with a task and
successfully overcoming obstacles. This is particularly important in the area of
learning, as motivation determines student engagement, interest and achievement.
The attitude of students towards the subject is essential for effective mathematics
teaching.

In a survey of lower secondary school pupils (N=364), I sought to find out what
factors most influence their motivation to learn mathematics. The results of the
research show that emotional and moral factors are the most important factors
influencing students' motivation, with intellectual influences playing a secondary
role.

The research contributes to a deeper understanding of the motivational factors in
mathematics learning and helps to strengthen students' interest and positive attitude
towards the subject.

Rezultati ankete pokazali su
da vecina odgojitelja smatra da tradicijske jezi¢ne igre promicu ocuvanje kulturnog
identiteta, ali da se nedovoljno ¢esto provode medu djecom u dje¢jem vrti¢u. Najveci broj
odgojitelja utjecaj tradicijskih igara vidi u bogacenju rje¢ni¢kog fonda, poticaju razvoja
reéenice, pripovijedanja i socijalizaciji djece. Odgojitelji smatraju da su najveée prepreke
u provedbi takvih igara u vrticu neupucenost odgojitelja i nepoznavanje tradicijske
bastine kraja u kojem rade.

Traditional children's games as an encouragement of child speech and language
development

The promotion and preservation of oral traditional heritage can be successfully linked to
the language development of children before school through a holistic approach in
kindergarten. The paper emphasizes the importance of passing on traditional oral
heritage, which can positively influence the development of speech, enrichment of
vocabulary, but also the preservation of cultural identity. With examples of language
games such as counting games, puzzle games, mocking songs, and lullabies, we want to
present traditional games that can be a driver of a child's speech and language
development in a fun and interactive way. In the paper, a survey was conducted on
educators' attitudes about children's traditional games in kindergartens in the Republic of
Croatia, the aim was to find out whether educators implement such games and whether it
is possible to adapt traditional games to children of different ages. The results of the
survey showed that the majority of educators believe that traditional language games
promote the preservation of cultural identity, but that they are not conducted often
enough among children in kindergarten. The largest number of educators see the
influence of traditional games in the enrichment of vocabulary, the stimulation of
sentence development, storytelling and socialization of children. Educators believe that
the biggest obstacles in the implementation of such games in kindergarten are the
ignorance of the educators and ignorance of the traditional heritage of the region in which
they work.

In a way, this also indicates a change in the approach to teacher education.

The Significance of Digital Educational Content in Working with Students
with Disabilities from the Teacher’s Perspective

Digital educational content is intended to support teachers in teaching and to
promote active learning among students in an innovative, effective, motivating, and
tailored way. Since learning through digital media enables students with disabilities
to develop skills and competences essential for the modern world, while also
following curriculum subjects with adapted and individualized approaches in
teaching, the goal of this research is to examine to what extent teachers consider
digital educational content significant in the teaching and learning process for
students with disabilities. The results indicate a positive view among teachers
regarding using digital educational content in working with students with
disabilities. Notably, younger teachers place more importance on digital educational
content compared to those with more years of experience. The findings highlight the
significance teachers attribute to digital educational content, which allows students
with disabilities to participate more equally in the educational process alongside
their peers and its role in helping them develop the skills and competencies essential
for the modern world.

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Media Literacy for Preschoolers: Workshops, Field Visits, and Parental
Involvement

The need for media literacy among preschool children is a significant challenge in
today's digital society. Exposed to diverse media content, children lack the skills for
critical thinking, interpretation, and analysis. Media has become both normative and
formative in their lives. Supported by the Croatian Agency for Electronic Media and
organized by the Faculty of Education in Osijek, the "Super Spy Detectives:
Understanding Ads" project began with workshops in five preschool groups.
Combining play, creativity, and discussion, the workshops promoted critical
thinking about ads. A visit to HRT Radio Osijek offered experiential learning, while
a parent workshop provided guidance on appropriate media content. Two upcoming
picture books from the project aim to further promote media literacy and encourage
active involvement of parents and educators.

Forgotten kindergarten to school transition programmes from the
perspective of today's pedagogical expectations

There are many programmes in the literature describing the transition from
kindergarten to school, but their systematisation and evaluation are not always
known. Facilitating the transition is a key pedagogical goal, as several international
research findings emphasise that the process determines the later school success of
pupils. In this presentation, I will seek to answer the question of whether it is
worthwhile to examine the domestic development programmes that are considered
older (in this case, those developed in the 1980s), with the system of analytical
questions being based on recent research findings and the focal points that emerge
from them. The focus of the study is on the organisational framework of the
Ovodaiskola as a transition programme, the pilot testing of which began in the 1980s
at the Apaczai Csere Janos Educational Centre in Pécs. The organisational
framework has the advantage of reducing the necessary changes in the social and
physical conditions during the transition.

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What are the Differences in Language Anxiety in English as a Foreign
Language in Classroom Situations between Roma and Non-Roma Primary
School Students in Medimurje?

This will present the results of a research study with Roma and non-Roma primary
school children in the County of Medimurje in Croatia who are learning English as a
foreign language as an obligatory school subject in their final year. Medimurje is the
county with the largest share of the Roma minority in the total population of Croatia.
The author, a seasoned researcher in the field of language education and minority
studies, will provide statistical analysis and discussion of the results of his research
on language anxiety in classroom situations in English as a foreign language (#-test
analysis and correlations between language anxiety in English as a foreign language
and the achievement in learning English in school). It is believed that language
anxiety in classroom situations mainly negatively affects achievement in foreign
language learning. Suggestions for improving achievement in learning English for
both tested groups and implications for further research will be given.

Rad analizira osamdeset prikupljenih mitsko-demonoloskih i eshatoloskih predaja
(zvucnih zapisa) izvornih govornika Medimurja u pogledu motiva koji se u njima
javljaju. Uobicajena podjela predaja koje se temelje na fantasticnim motivima
nedostatna je za navedeno podruéje jer je razvidan niz razlika u odnosu na druge
hrvatske krajeve, kako prema motivima, tako i prema znacajkama koje pojedina
natprirodna bica iskazuju. Za Medimurje su najznacajniji motivi neljudskih bica
pozoja (zmaja), vila, nekoliko varijanta vodenjaka, mraka, pesjaneka, i slota, dok se
kod ljudskih bi¢a najcesce radi o coprnicama i vraéevima. Kod eshatoloskih predaja
nalazimo svecare, duhove i ozivljene mrtvace. Dodatnu kategoriju mogle bi Ciniti
predaje o magicnim biljakama i predmetima. Rezultati analize upucuju na potrebu
usporedbe predaja medimurskoga kraja s drugim regijama u kojem se govore
kajkavski dijalekti, narocito u Varazdinskoj i Koprivnicko-krizevac¢koj zupaniji,
zbog niza sli¢nih geografskih (rijeka Drava) i zivotnih okolnosti.

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Motifs of Mythical-Demonological and Eschatological Legends from the
Medimurje Region

This paper analyses eighty collected mythical-demonological and eschatological
legends (audio recordings) from native speakers of the Medimurje region, focusing
on the motifs that appear in them. The usual classification of legends based on
fantastic motifs is insufficient for this area, as there are clear differences compared
to other Croatian regions, both in terms of motifs and the characteristics exhibited by
certain supernatural beings. In Medimurje, the most significant motifs include non-
human creatures such as the pozoj (dragon), fairies, several variants of water spirits
(vodenjak), darkness (mrak), pesjanek (a dog-like creature), and slota (a foreboding
spirit). Among human beings, the most common are witches and sorcerers. In
eschatological legends, we find svecari (dead souls in the form of light), ghosts, and
reanimated corpses. An additional category could be formed by legends about
magical plants and objects. The results of the analysis indicate the need for a
comparison of the legends from the Medimurje region with those of other areas
where Kajkavian dialects are spoken, particularly in the Varazdin and Koprivnica-
Krizevci counties, due to a number of similar geographical (the Drava river) and
living conditions.

The English Language Science Textbook: Aid or Obstacle?

The aim of my presentation is to examine how suitable the English-language
Science textbook (Science and Nature for Children, Vizy, A. 2020, Miiszaki Kiado),
used in third-grade for bilingual Hungarian primary school students.

In my presentation, I will provide a linguistic analysis of the textbook, assess the
English proficiency level of the class, and based on classroom observations,
examine whether students approach Science more as a language subject or as a
content subject. I will also share insights from an interview with the teacher and
explore whether the situation has changed since 2022, or if the challenges persist.

A globalis gazdasagi valsaghelyzetet el6idéz6 COVID-19 hatasara a hazai
szallodaipari vallalkozasok elsdként szembesiiltek az arbevétel csokkenésével, a
piaci mechanizmusok korlatozott mitkodésével, azaz a hozammenedzsment, illetve
az értékesitési lehetoségek elapadasaval. Az értékesitési piacok besziikiilésének
hatdsdra a vezetdk figyelme egyre inkdbb a miikddési koltségekre, a
koltségszerkezet alakulasara, azaz a koltséggazdalkodasra terelddott. A kutatas a
nemzetkdzi szakirodalomban a valsaghelyzet kezelésére ajanlott
koltséggazdalkodasi modell gyakorlati implementalasanak feltarasara iranyul.

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The significance of cost management in today’s changing economic
environment — the results of an empirical research implemented among
participants in the domestic Hotel Industry

In today's changing economic environment, the lively competitive environment
experienced in various industries and the need to meet consumer expectations have
turned the attention of both theoretical and practical experts to the role of cost
management. Cost management aims to effectively manage production factors and
resources while coordinating the cost requirements appearing in the value creation
process and the expenditures recognized by the market.

As a result of the global economic crisis caused by COVID-19, domestic hotel
industry enterprises were the first to face a decrease in sales revenue, and the limited
functioning of market mechanisms, i.e. the decline in yield management and sales
opportunities. As a result of the narrowing of the sales markets, the managers'
attention was increasingly focused on operating costs, and the development of the
cost structure, i.e. cost management. The study aims to explore the practical
implementation of the cost management model recommended in the international
literature for crisis management. The study describes the results of empirical
research conducted among participants in the hotel industry, which is a very
sensitive area of the domestic service industry.

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Current state of non-financial reporting in Romania

In recent years, non-financial reporting has gained prominence as companies are
increasingly expected to disclose environmental, social, and governance (ESG)
information. This study examines the state of non-financial reporting among
companies in Romania, exploring how regulatory frameworks, stakeholder
expectations, and internal company practices influence reporting practices. Using a
qualitative research methodology, we conducted in-depth interviews with corporate
executives, compliance officers, and policy experts to understand the motivations,
challenges, and perceived benefits of non-financial reporting within the Romanian
business context. The findings reveal that while Romanian companies are
increasingly aware of the importance of transparency beyond financial performance,
there are significant barriers, including regulatory ambiguity and resource
constraints. This study highlights the need for clearer guidelines and stronger
incentives to enhance the adoption of standardized, meaningful non-financial
disclosures. Our research contributes to the understanding of non-financial reporting
in emerging markets, offering insights for policymakers and corporate leaders
aiming to enhance sustainability practices.

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Motoricko ucenje djecjih folklornih plesova i sposobnost koordinacije

Cilj rada bio je ispitati utjecaj motorickog ucenja djecjih folklornih plesova na
sposobnost koordinacije te utvrditi koliko je vremena potrebno kako bi djeca
usvojila temeljne korake dvaju folklornih plesova. Istrazivanje je provedeno na
jedanaestero ispitanika (osam djevojcica i tri djecaka) predskolske dobi, koji su
polaznici djecje folklorne sekcije Folklornog ansambla ,,Ivan Goran Kovaci¢* Sisak.
Uzorak plesnih varijabli ¢inila su dva djecja folklorna plesa koja su se razlikovala
prema sadrzaju i stupnju sloZenosti koreografije i to jedostavniji ples Sejala je baba
lena i slozeniji ples Klincek stoji pod oblokom. Jednostavniji ples izvodio se u obliku
kola, a slozeniji plesanjem u paru. Istrazivanje je provedeno tijekom plesnih proba
od sije¢nja do lipnja 2024. Prikupljanje podataka izvrSeno je metodom opservacije
usvajanja plesnih koreografija i1 testom Osmica izmedu cunjeva za provjeru
sposobnosti koordinacije. Dobiveni rezultati nisu pokazali da motoricko ucenje
djecjih folklornih plesova stastisticki znacajno utjee na sposobnost koordinacije te
da djeca lakse i brze usvajaju jednostavnije plesne koreografije.

Motor learning of children's folklore dances and coordination ability

The goal of the work was to examine the influence of motor learning of children's
folk dances on the ability to coordinate and to determine how much time is needed
for children to adopt the basic steps of two folk dances. The research was conducted
on eleven respondents (eight girls and three boys) of preschool age, who are
participants of the children's folklore section of the Sisak "Ivan Goran Kovaci¢"
Folklore Ensemble. The sample of dance variables consisted of two children's
folklore dances that differed in terms of content and degree of complexity of the
choreography, namely the simpler dance Sejala je baba lena and the more complex
dance Klincek stoji pod oblokom. A simpler dance was performed in the form of a
circle, and a more complex one by dancing in pairs. The research was conducted
during dance rehearsals from January to June 2024. Data collection was carried out
using the method of observation of the adoption of dance choreographies and the
test of running between two cones in the shape of an eight (Eight between cones) to
check coordination ability. The obtained results did not show that the motor learning
of children's folklore dances statistically significantly affects the ability to
coordinate, and that children learn simpler dance choreographies more easily and
quickly.

Rego¢ and Kosjenka

The fairy tale Rego¢ was written by Ivana Brli¢-Mazurani¢, a Croatian writer for
children and one of the most translated Croatian writers. In 1916, her collection of
fairy tales was published under the title Croatian Tales of Long Ago. In 1924, the
collection was translated into English and published by the distinguished London
publisher George Allen et Unwin, who would later become famous as the publisher
of J. R. R. Tolkien's works and received great praise in England. The collection was
published in 1965 and Hungarian. Translating a fairy tale means taking a serious
approach to work in which the translator must know the source language and culture
very well, as well as the target language.

The Representation of Pre-War Experiences of Children in the Novel
Listanje kupusa by Igor Beles

The presentation will analyse the portrayal of pre-war experiences of the boy characters
and the ways in which the past of the early 1990s is brought to life in the novel Leafing
Through Cabbage (2023) by Rijeka-based writer Igor Beles. The key figures of the novel,
and the main drivers of the plot, are four eleven-year-old boys from Borovo Selo, whose
late childhood is interrupted by the outbreak of war. The situation is preceded by
unexplained and unusual "disappearances" of children from schools, which also serves as
an alarming warning to adults about the seriousness of the situation. The depiction of pre-
war experiences and the anticipation of the impending conflict from a child’s perspective
is not uncommon in contemporary Croatian literature, and such narratives offer the
opportunity to question memories through the eyes of children who must "grow up too
quickly," abandoning behaviours appropriate to their age. Despite the dire circumstances,
these children strive to nurture friendship and genuine mutual care, regardless of the often
imposed and violently emphasized national differences. As the novel is structured as a
confession from the perspective of the narrator, who is also the main protagonist, the
presentation will, through selected narratological concepts and literary memory studies,
examine the ways in which the children's pre-war experiences are shaped, the memory of
these experiences, and the impact and consequences of national identification on the
childhood and identity of the characters.

The challenges of the public service management in peripheral regions

The majority of peripheral (typically rural) areas are characterized by a lack of local
resources, employment difficulties, emigration, and income and cultural poverty.
Maintaining (increasing) the level of education is one of the most important
challenges to increase the population retention force. But the experience is that the
maintenance of schools in these areas faces two difficulties: efficiency and quality of
education. In this study, I examine how to save the last intellectual bastion in these
small rural settlements and provide two conditions: economical sustainability
(financeability) and quality of education. This study will review the basic aspects of
fiscal federalism (where is the most appropriate level of the difference public
services) and the basics of planning of public education on micro-regional level.
How these area, these settlements could organize a successful cooperation to satisfy
both conditions.

limits to the intensification of the problem. In my presentation, the communicative
risks and challenges of climate crisis communication will be presented and
discussed.

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Public internal audit in EU — current policies

Public internal audit (PIA) functions are essential for enhancing transparency,
accountability, and governance within public sector organizations. This study
explores the current state of PIA practices across the European Union (EU), focusing
on the standards, challenges, and variations in implementation among member
states. Employing a qualitative research methodology, this paper draws on
framework and policies to assess the effectiveness of PIA frameworks in achieving
compliance, risk management, and organizational improvement within the EU
public sector. Findings reveal considerable diversity in PIA practices across EU
countries, driven by differences in regulatory requirements, resource allocation, and
institutional priorities. While EU guidelines, such as those outlined by the European
Court of Auditors and the Institute of Internal Auditors, provide a foundation for
standardization, member states face challenges in aligning national practices with
these standards due to resource limitations and varying governance structures. This
study highlights the need for more cohesive policies, increased training, and
resource investment to strengthen PIA capabilities across the EU. Insights from this
research contribute to the understanding of PIA's role in public sector accountability
and provide recommendations for enhancing audit effectiveness and alignment
within the EU regulatory framework.

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Educational perspectives of data mining at universities in Bosnia and
Herzegovina

All organizations in the world work in a very dynamic and highly competitive
environment. They face challenges ranging from constant technological progress to
environmental protection in a sustainable environment. In order to be successful and
competitive, they need to make quality and timely decisions. Decisions should
contain previous experience, new knowledge and skills and openness to continuous
learning. The main challenges are often related to quality data analysis with the
application of available analytical tools for knowledge extraction. The problem is
complicated by the fact that the systems have generated and saved large amounts of
data over the years of their operation. While "big data" is already widely available
and used in business, there are only rare cases of using "big data" in the education
sector. The main purpose of this paper is to focus on the challenges related to the
analytical processing of "big data" that are generated and stored in higher education
institutions. The paper discusses the unique opportunities that big data analysis
could provide for the development of the education sector and the improvements
that could be extended from universities to political decision-makers and labour
market satisfaction. However, big data analytics also confronts universities with
major challenges, related to finding appropriate methods and tools for extracting
knowledge and patterns from extremely rich and complex data sets, and integrating
insights into a coherent vision for making strategic management decisions.

Za
potrebe ovoga rada prema navedenim primjerima izraden je na Googleu obrazac za
provjeru znanja studenata o prilozima kao morfoloskoj wvrsti te o njihovu poznavanju
standardnojezi¢noga, dakle pravilnoga oblika tih priloga, utvrdenoga na temelju jezi¢nih
savjeta. Nakon analize dobivenih studentskih rezultata iz obrasca za provjeru njihova
znanja o upotrebi priloga moglo se zaklju¢iti kako veéina studenta dobro poznaje priloge
kao morfolosku vrstu. Sto se ti¢e jeziénih savjeta i javne upotrebe priloga prema njima,
studenti su dvotre¢inskom veéinom to¢no odabirali pravilne oblike mjesnih, koli¢inskih i
nacinskih priloga, ali su jedan dio vremenskih priloga dvotre¢inski neto¢no odabrali.

Cilj je rada bio na temelju priloga kao morfoloske vrste upozoriti na neuskladenosti
njihove uporabe u hrvatskome javnom jeziku s njegovom standardnojezi¢nom normom te
kako se to odrazava na znanja studentske populacije o pravilnim oblicima priloga.

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Adverbs in language advisors and in the language of the student population

This paper deals with the topic of adverbs as morphological types with an emphasis on
their correct and incorrect use in Croatian public media and in the language of the student
population. The research for this paper is based on the analysis of the professional work
of Maja Glusac (2016.), who singled out examples of improperly used adverbs from
various public media, which are represented in the language advice of numerous recent
Croatian language advisors. For the purposes of this work, according to the examples on
Google, a form was created to check students' knowledge of adverbs as a morphological
type and their knowledge of the standard language, i.e. the correct form of these adverbs,
determined on the basis of linguistic advice. After analysing the obtained student results
from the form for checking their knowledge about the use of adverbs, it was possible to
conclude that most students know adverbs well as a morphological type. Regarding the
language tips and the public use of adverbs according to them, the majority of students
correctly chose the correct forms of adverbs of place, quantity and manner by two-thirds
of the time, but they chose one part of time adverbs incorrectly by two-thirds.

The aim of this paper was to warn, based on adverbs as a morphological type, of the
inconsistency of their use in the Croatian public language with its standard linguistic
norm and how this is reflected in the knowledge of the student population about the
correct forms of adverbs.

The
analysis reveals a complex interplay between the Rac idiom and Hungarian
orthography, alongside unique dialectal features that reflect the Slavonic-Stokavian
dialect, including the Ekavian reflex of jat and S¢akavism. The letters also contain
linguistic interferences, such as Hungarisms, as well as authentic names and
nicknames from Dusnok, which will be analysed. These records serve not only as a
means of communication but as a linguistic corpus, contributing to the
understanding and preservation of the linguistic identity and heritage of Rac-
Croatian emigrants Dusnok.

Liberalism and Liberal Philosophy, according to the Reports of the
Magazine "Kr$éanska obitelj (Christian Family)"

The magazine "Christian Family" (Mostar, 1900-1920 and 1938-1944) occasionally
mentions liberalism and liberal philosophy in addition to other topics it deals with.
The frequency of these terms is higher in analyses of some social phenomena and
conditions and the news. The authors approach the term liberalism exclusively from
their worldview and their (religious) orientation. They often see liberalism as a
hallmark of modernity, permeating all layers of society, especially in morality. Some
authors identify the terms liberal and modern. Liberalism is usually associated with
members of some nations, some (secret) associations, and Christian denominations.
The most common objection to liberalism and liberal philosophy is the
overemphasis on human autonomy, the emphasis on absolute freedom and the denial
of Christian dogmas and morals. The economic consequences of liberalism are also
occasionally mentioned. The text results from research on the project New Themes in
Croatian Philosophy from 1874 to 1945, 1P-2022-10-5438, funded by the Croatian
Science Foundation.
